the operation (which was projected to involve

over 5 million men), discuss the anticipated
Japanese resistance, logistical challenges, and the
eventual impact of the atomic bomb. Operation
Downfall represents a key element of the complex
calculations that led to the end of World War I,
illustrating both the vast scope of U.S. military
planning and the extreme measures considered to
force Japan’s surrender.
