Steel fabrication company A. Lucas & Sons Steel was
founded in 1857 by German immigrant Adam Lucas. The
building, with its iconic STEEL logo, is one of Peoria’s
landmarks located on SW Washington in downtown
Peoria. The Lucas family kept the business afloat
throughout the Depression, and the company guaranteed
workers’ jobs when they returned from World War II.
Today the company is owned by the Hanley family and is
proud to be the oldest continuously operating steel
fabricator in America and the oldest manufacturing
business in Peoria. During our visit, the fifth president of
the company, Margaret A. Hanley, will help us learn more
about the company’s long history of strong employee
relationships that have helped withstand economic
downturns. We will also have an opportunity to see the
fabrication process and learn what the future holds for
this small family owned company.

Pekin Federal Correctional Institution (3)

The Federal Correctional Institution (FCI) in Pekin is
comprised of a medium security facility housing male
inmates and a minimum security satellite prison camp that
houses male offenders. During our tour, correctional staff
members will guide us through the FCI and provide
insight about the security, programming, and population
of the prison. In order to comply with federal guidelines,
participants will be required to provide documentation for
a routine security screening prior to the tour.

On this day, we’ll learn about the responsibilities of
Peoria County Coroner Johnna Ingersoll, an elected
official charged with investigating sudden, unusual, and
traumatic deaths and assuring those bodies are examined,
identified, and if necessary, autopsied. Since 2004,
Johnna has been responsible for overseeing investigations
of more than 2,000 deaths annually. She is one of ten
Board-Certified Medicolegal Death Investigators in Illinois
and a Certified Medical Investigator and Law
Enforcement Officer. Our visit will include an observation
of a jury inquest, held weekly to determine the manner of
some deaths occurring in Peoria County.

process in order to meet the requirements of the EPA.

Daoist Texts: Daode Jing and Zhuangzi

As one of the three great philosophical/religious traditions
of China, Daoism traces its roots back to seminal texts
produced in the fourth and third centuries before the
Common Era. Foremost among these early texts are the
Daode Jing and the Zhuangzi, which in later Chinese
civilization served as a wellspring for metaphysical
speculation and a foundation for aesthetic expression and
judgment. These books also provided the conceptual lens
through which Buddhism became comprehensible to the
Chinese gentry class. This Study Group will first examine
the historical and philosophical context that produced
these works. The group will then proceed through a
careful reading and discussion of the entire Daode Jing,
followed by an examination of two or three chapters
from the Zhuangzi. Participants will have reading
assignments weekly, will write journal reflections each
week, and will conclude with a short final summary
paper that will be shared at the last meeting with other
participants in the group

Participants will be expected to read
assigned material provided by the facilitators on both
trials, discuss the background of each case, consider the
plaintiff and defendant arguments to the court in small
group discussion, and then consider the ruling of the
court.
