IVEX Specialty Paper, LLC, located in downtown Peoria, 
is the industry leader in manufacturing machine-finish 
and machine crepe kraft papers used in the multi-wall bag 
industry, and silicone-coated base paper for the carpet 
industry.  During our trip, we’ll learn how IVEX uses both 
recycled and virgin fibers to produce bleached, natural, and 
colored krafts.  We’ll also get to see how its converting 
capabilities allow for slitting jumbo rolls to as narrow as 
one-inch wide.

1. Massive Open Online Courses (MOOCs) 
and the Future of Education
Sunday, February 8
Refreshments: 1:30 – 2:00 p.m.

MOOCs, Massive Open Online Courses, are shaking up 
education because they enable thousands of students to 
take classes online.  But are MOOCs good for learning?  
Although thousands of students may register for a class, 
typically only 5-10% finish.  MOOCs started at the 
university level, but are now being used in some high 
schools and for continuing education.  Although MOOCs 
have existed for years, they are in the early stages of 
evolution – both the technology and the educational 
methods.  How will this technology impact students and 
educators over the next 10-20 years?

1. Beauty from Ashes: Pompeii and Herculaneum
In 79 A.D. Pompeii and Herculaneum were destroyed in 
Italy by the eruption of Mt. Vesuvius.  For 1500 years these 
cities remained covered and lost to civilization.  But almost 
2000 years after their destruction, they still fascinate 
us as a society “buried in time.”  They were ordinary 
people living ordinary lives, destroyed by extraordinary 
circumstances.

Learn how similar 
the lives of the ancient Romans were to ours today.  The 
class instructor is Janene Mattingly, former Latin teacher 
of 33 years at East Peoria Community High School and 
avid Italy traveler.

3. Insects,  As Seen by a Retired Entomologist

This OLLI course will help 
remind all participants about the great stuff they learned 
as they pursued an education focused on the humanities, 
social sciences, mathematics, the sciences, fine arts, and 
communication sciences  - and why it still matters.  This 
class will be taught by Marjorie Getz, Associate Professor, 
Methodist College.  (RI/NC)

16. Zentangle© for Relaxing
The method of drawing called Zentangle© was developed 
by Rick Roberts, a Zen Buddhist monk, and Maria Roberts, 
a calligraphy artist, in 2005.  Zentangle© involves the 
repetitive meditative drawing of patterns (many of which 
are nature inspired) that nourishes the soul and encourages 
life-enhancing outcomes.  This is a relaxing practice that 
promotes a peaceful feeling of empowerment.  No previous 
artistic experience is needed, there is no right or wrong, 
no eraser, and no up or down to the patterns.  The class 
instructor is Bonnie Cox, certified Zentangle© Instructor.  
A supply list will be provided, and the class is limited to 10 
participants.

17. Estate Planning: Avoid Mistakes That Could 
Hurt Your Loved Ones
This class isn’t about the “alphabet soup” of trusts, wills, 
and other documents. Rather, this class will connect 
real-world situations with potential solutions.  We will 
learn from real mistakes made by others and the impact 
on their loved ones.  This class will also consider taxes 
when passing assets (i.e. pay no more than required for 
the government).  Daryl Dagit is a Chartered Retirement 
Plans Specialist® and a Certified Financial Planner® with 
Savant Capital Management (one of the top 30 Registered 
Investment Advisor firms in the country).  A lawyer will 
accompany him to class on the second day to provide 
further insight.  (RI/NC)

18. How Do Stringed Musical Instruments Work
This class will present an overview of the cello and the 
guitar.  The Wednesday class will be conducted by Michael 
Hull, Bradley University’s affiliate instructor of guitar who 

will discuss how the classical guitar works and is played 
along with a history of its development.  Various styles 
of music history will be presented through performance.  
Friday’s class will focus on the cello.  Peoria Symphony 
principal cellist, Adriana La Rosa Ransom, will perform 
examples of standard cello repertoire, and discuss how 
certain now famous cellists changed the course of 
the instrument’s development in history.  Some extra 
instruments will be available for class participants to try 
out first-hand.  (NI/NC)

19. Ian Fleming: The Man Behind James Bond
We will study the personal and professional life of Ian 
Fleming, the author who created super spy James Bond.  
Attendees will learn about Fleming’s wealthy upbringing, 
his destructive lifestyle, his military career in MI-6, and 
his literary creation of the most recognizable name in 
pop culture, James Bond.  The class instructor is Chuck 
Collins, member of the Ian Fleming Foundation.  (RI/RC)

20. Jesus, Pilate, and Rome
This course will consider the historical context of the trial 
of Jesus.  We will explore the background of the early 
Roman Empire, especially in eastern Mediterranean Roman 
expansion in the late Republic, a place very difficult to 
understand and govern.  In addition, we will consider the 
career of Pontius Pilate, especially extra-biblical material.  
The class will also discuss the trial in the Synoptics 
(Mathew, Mark, Luke) and will ask why the crowds were 
able to exert so much pressure on Pilate.  Finally, we will 
analyze the trial in John, and focus on the “no friend of 
Caesar” comment as the turning point in the trial.  The 
primary question the class will seek to answer is:  why did 
Pilate condemn Jesus when the governor was convinced 
Jesus was not guilty?  The class instructor is Dr. Brian E. 
Messner, Professor of History and Interdisciplinary Studies, 
Lincoln Christian University.  (NI/NC)

21. Louisville Slugger Sports Complex
The new northwest Peoria “Louisville Slugger Sports 
Complex” is becoming a reality with completion and 
opening scheduled for the summer of 2015.  Learn the 
history behind the project and gain an understanding 
of the complex facts, including: overall size and scope 
of the facility; who or what will the complex service; 
size, participant, and event projections; and the financial 
benefit/impact to the area.  The class instructors are Dan 
Cunningham, executive director of the Louisville Slugger 
Sports Complex, and Jim Garner, marketing director of the 
Louisville Slugger Sports Complex.
