IMPORTANT INFORMATION ABOUT NEW WIRELESS ACCESS POINTS

-These new Wireless Access Points (APs) are providing expanded wireless
connectivity for you and others in your building.
-Tampering with the AP will result in loss of wireless connectivity.
-Please read the following additional important information.
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e The cradled model above is in some of the residence halls. These have three 1Gbps
Ethernet ports that can be used for computers/gaming systems or "wired” routers
registered in NetReg. Wireless routers will be disabled and unregistered.

e The ports available for use start with the GREEN port on the left and include the next
two; labelled PSE LAN1, LAN2 and LANS3.

e The Yellow WAN (Wide Area Network) port should NEVER be disconnected as it is
the connection to Bradley University’s network, and provides power and network to the
unit. The network cable provided by the University should never be unplugged from the
WAN port or the network jack in the wall.

e The Access Points are not to be removed from the cradle. Most are secured to shelving
or desks by bolts, and trying to move the Access Point will result in it losing connectivity.
Please do not use the cradle-mounted Access Point as a “bookend” or to prop anything
up. If the AP is bumped in the cradle by accident, it may need to be reseated in order to
maintain connectivity.

e If you have a problem connecting to the wireless, or the wired ports, please contact the
Technology Helpdesk (309) 677-2964.
